Client: This NYSE traded company 
owns and operates over 9,000 
miles of natural gas, has over 
4,000 miles of natural gas liquid 

(NGL), and operates about 9,500 miles of 
crude oil pipelines.  Additionally, they cover 
almost 40 states and employ over 12,000 
people. 

Overview: Due to decades of a successful 
partnership with this client, Bill Spitzer & 
Associates (BSA) was asked to join their pro-
ject team for a critical energy infrastructure 
project to reduce installation time, enhance 
constructability and reduce schedule. Three 
6,000 hp pump skids were to be installed 
using epoxy grout with the intention of pre-
serving critical shaft alignment and provid-
ing the best possible foundation for reliabil-
ity and performance.  The BSA pre-
construction site service allowed proper as-
sessment of the physical working environ-
ment and the other critical path con-
straints.   It was decided that pumping 
Chockfast® Red would meet the needs of 
the project for a cost-effective solution.
